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On December 14, NEF awarded 49 

teachers and 20 projects across the 

district with Innovative Grants total-

ing $27,892.66. 

 

Thirty-six applications were received 

requesting over $68,000 in funding. 

The applications were reviewed by a 

panel of seven 

judges and then 

scored based on 

their innovation, 

how they address 

curriculum stand-

ards, their ability 

to be replicated, 

the number of 

students impacted and the goals for 

the outcome of the project. The top 

scores that fit within the $28,000 

budget allocated were selected.  

 

Among the winners includes 3D 

printers for both middle schools to 

assist with Project Lead The Wayôs 

STEM courses; Google Cardboard 

Virtual Reality devices at both middle 

schools and the high school to help 

bring what students are learning in 

textbooks to life; and outdoor video 

cameras for Thornton Creekôs nature 

area so students can observe ani-

mals that visit the area when hu-

mans arenôt around.  To see the full 

list of winners, visit our website.
